In what ways 

does our culture (or you, before you came to Christ) miss when it comes to 

Jesus? 

 

4. Jesus shows himself to the disciples in two ways: through the word (v. 24), and 

through the table (vv. 29-31). How has Christ met with you through these things 

recently? 

 

5. All of Scripture points to Jesus. Is there any part of the Bible that does not 

make sense to you? How does knowing that Christ is the key help us study 

God’s word? 

 

6. Meeting with Jesus results in a burning heart that results in sharing what we’ve 

seen and heard (vv. 32-33). Is there someone in your life with whom you can 

share this good news this year?
