Costs
There is no tuition charge for our classes, 
but there is a one-time $50 registration 
fee which includes all teaching materials.  
Students can pay online or by check 
(make checks payable to: McLean 
Presbyterian Church, note: ESOL).

Registration
Registration begins in August and continues 
throughout the year. Students are accepted 
as long as space is available. Students may 
register at regular class times, or at other 
times online (please go to mcleanpres.org/
esol). 

Students are given a test at registration 
and are placed in classes according to their 
proficiency in English. 

Class Schedule
Wednesday Morning 
•  Classes are held from 9:30am to 11:45am. 

•  Six levels of English classes are taught.

Thursday Evening
•  Classes are held from 7pm to 9pm (at 
McLean) and 7:30pm to 9pm (at Herndon).  
• At least 3 levels are taught.

Locations
Classes are held at McLean Presbyterian 
Church on Wednesday and Thursday, 
and at Capital Presbyterian Herndon on 
Thursday only.

Refreshment Breaks
We get together for co�ee and snacks 
from 10:30am to 11am on Wednesday and 
from 8pm to 8:15pm on Thursday.  This 
is a social time for students to visit with 
their teachers and new friends.  Each 
class will be assigned dates to supply 
snacks for the break.

Childcare
On Wednesday mornings in McLean we 
o�er childcare for pre-school children 
while parents are studying English.

Welcome to our English program. It began at McLean Presbyterian 
Church in 1995 and is sta�ed by volunteers from the church. We serve 
because of God’s love for all people from every nation. We believe God 
wants us to help you learn English and about our American culture 
while you are in our country. We also would like you to become familiar 
with some of the basics of our Christian faith.

Some of our students know little or no English; others have studied Eng-
lish in their home country. Many can read and write English, but need 
practice in English conversation. We try to meet the needs of students 
at all levels. Instruction includes grammar, pronunciation, reading, 
and American culture and customs. Part of the reading material and 
discussions of holidays and traditions may include Christian teaching.

Each year the ESOL program serves approximately 100 students from 
many countries. Classes meet weekly, Wednesday mornings and/or 
Thursday evenings from September to May, except for breaks at Thanks-
giving, Christmas, and Easter. Remember, you will learn English faster 
if you attend classes regularly and practice English outside of class.  

We pray that God blesses you through your time with us, and that you 
have a pleasant stay in America. We look forward to getting to know 
you.
